Rebate Program

Pennsylvania’s Property Tax/

Rent Rebate program is open.
This program benefits income eligible Penn-
sylvanians age 65 and older, widows and
widowers age 50 and older; and people with
disabilities age 18 and older. Your income
level must be $48,110.00 or less. To apply
you will need: your social security number,
proof of income and proof of property tax
paid in 2025 or rent paid. You can apply on
line at myPath.pa.gov.
